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What team will I be joining? 

Since 1947 when five missionaries arrived in Europe from USA, the work has grown to become 
one of the largest missions serving throughout the continent. Over 570 full-time workers serve in 
46 countries and are assisted by many thousands of volunteers. Last year over 600,000 children 
heard the Gospel through the ministries of CEF and over 12,000 were counseled for salvation. 
Worldwide we have 2600 full-time workers in 160 countries reaching an estimate 8 million children 
every year. 
 
Our mission is to train and equip Christians around the world to evangelise unreached children with 
the Word of God, disciple them and establish them in a local Bible-believing church.  
 
Where will I be going? 

Lebesby in Finnmark, North Norway. The camp 
centre is about 3 km from this little village. CEF in 
the North of Norway holds weeks of Children’s 
Missions in conjunction with local churches or in 
areas where children can be reached. Most children 
are baptized in the State Lutheran Church but very 
few go to church. We give training to those who 
want to reach children and in the summer we have 
camps as well as weekly Good News Clubs, Junior 
Youth Challenge and other activities. 
 
Sjånes, Lebesby in the North of Norway is situated in a beautiful area. The camp centre is quite 
primitive but we do have hot and cold water and a shower. 
 
You will be working together with Kirsti Veiby and Ida Johnston who have been working in the area 
for many years as CEF missionaries. 
 
What will I be doing? 

You will be helping us with a camp for Norwegian children and junior teens held in Sjånes, 
Lebesby.  
You will have opportunities to make new friends as you help with the various camp activities: 
Football, orientation, games, sports, crafts. You will also be expected to help in other practical ways 
that will ensure the smooth running of the camp. You may also be asked to participate in our 
evening programme. 
Other possible ministries would include door-to-door distribution of our specially produced 
children’s booklet “Meet the King”. 
 
Who can join? 

�  You are 18 years or over 
�  You have given your life to the Lord Jesus 
�  You are seeking His plan for your future 
�  You want to experience missionary work first hand 
�  You have a heart for working with children 
�  You desire that boys and girls should hear and respond 

to the Gospel message 
�  You are able to communicate well in either English or Norwegian 
�  You like to travel and are interested in seeing the Northernmost part of mainland Europe 

If you can say yes to all of those points then this may be the IN2 team for you 



Where will I be sleeping and eating? 

You will come to Lakselv by plane/car and stay overnight. On Tuesday we will drive to the camp 
centre which is about 2 hrs drive from Lakselv. You will need to bring a sleeping bag. 
 
How do I get there? 

The name of the airport you should fly to is Lakselv Airport, Banak (the IATA airport code is: LKL). 
The airport has daily connections to Tromsø, Kirkenes and Alta, operated by Widerøe, as well as 
international charter flights during the summer season.  
 
Do I need a visa? 

Not if you are an EU citizen 
 
What are the exact dates? 

You should plan to arrive at Lakselv Airport, Banak on 
Monday, 22 June 2009. We will arrange to collect you 
from the airport and you will stay overnight in Lakselv. 
On Tuesday we will bring you directly to the camp 
centre. 
You can fly home again on Monday, 6 July 2009 or 
later if you wish to see something of the North of 
Norway. 
 
How much will it cost? 

Approximately 425 €, Kr 3500. This includes your flights from Oslo/Lakselv, return. We will advise 
you on the best flights and connections but you will be responsible for booking this yourself (please 
check with us before placing your booking). 
 
When do I need to apply? 

The sooner you can register your interest the better! We hope you are coming to the mission-net 
conference so that we can sit down and have a chat with you there. 
 
How do I apply?
