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What team will I be joining? 
 
You will be joining a CMS Encounter Team. CMS is an evangelistic mission working to see a world 
transformed by the love of Jesus. We dream of the day when the whole of creation is restored to a 
living, loving relationship with God. We believe that by living a mission lifestyle, equipping people 
for mission work and sharing resources for mission we make our unique contribution to God’s 
mission. We do this as a community that shares a longing to see all peoples being drawn into 
fellowship with the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Where will I be going? 
 
You will be visiting two cities, Cluj and Sibiu, where you will sink your teeth into the traditions and 
mission of the Orthodox Church in a beautiful country known to most in Western Europe as the 
home of the Dracula legend.  Since the end of the oppressive communist regime, the church has 
been experiencing profound renewal; churches are working together to serve the poor in 
unprecedented ways.
